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Grammar Explanation

Adverbs of Time Position 

Focus on Action:

- Adverbs, or adverbial phrases, referring to a specific time like yesterday, the day before, tomorrow, next month, etc. usually come at the end of a sentence.

· We went to a really good party yesterday.

· She is getting married tomorrow.

· Where did you go at the weekend?

· I visited Oman in 1999.

Focus on Time:

- If we think the time the action happened is more important, we can start the sentence with an adverb of time.

· Yesterday, we went to a really good party.

· Tomorrow, she is getting married.

· At the weekend, where did you go?

· In 1999, I visited Oman.

More than on Adverb of Time:

- If the sentence has more than one adverb of time, we put the more specific expression of time before the more general.

· I went to Kuwait in April, 1990.

· She called me at 2 o’clock in the morning.

· He was born at 5 o’clock in the morning on June 12th, 2002.
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
