Relative Pronouns
Relative pronouns are used to introduce a phrase which gives us more information about the subject or object of the sentence.
For example:

What’s the name of the man who invented Windows?
My favourite invention is the mobile phone, which has changed my life.
We can use different pronouns for different things and people:

	Noun
	Pronouns
	Example

	people
	Who/that
	The man who/that invented chewing gum must be very rich

	things
	Which/that
	The inventions which/that I find most fascinating are robots

	places
	where
	‘Abbey Road’ is the sound studio where the Beatles invented ‘pop’ music

	times
	when
	Sadly, a lot of very useful machines were invented when the world was at war


Be careful.! 
Relative pronouns replace nouns, so we don’t repeat them:

For example:

The man who invented chewing gum must be very rich.

(not The man who invented chewing gum he must be very rich)
The inventions which I find most fascinating are robots

(not The inventions which I find most fascinating they are robots)
If you want to use a preposition with a relative pronoun, it must come after the verb.
This is the man who I spoke to by phone yesterday.

(not This is the man to who I spoke by phone yesterday)

You can use to whom, but this is very formal:

This is the man to whom I spoke by phone yesterday.
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
