We use at to mean next to:

I waited at the station for her for ages.

I live at The Pyramids (not in The Pyramids!)

Use In 
when you are thinking about the building itself:
      
To mean inside.

Eg.There are many amazing things to see in The Egyptian museum.

On to mean ‘on top of’

Eg. On the mountain/the ground
